The department of fine and visual arts is one of the oldest departments in the structure of the Moscow State Humanitarian University named after M.A. Sholokhov. It was founded in 1953. During its existence the department has trained more than 10,000 specialists in the sphere of figurative art, design, decorative and applied arts. Our graduates successfully combine working in different professional spheres with creative activity.  The history and geography of the department are represented by the whole Russia. Among our graduates there are famous people of culture, art, science and education.  
At present the department of fine and visual arts develops the traditions of figurative, decorative and applied arts, and design. 
The department trains bachelors and masters by specialization 050600 “Artistic education”, bachelors by specialization 070800 “Decorative and applied arts, and vernacular arts”. The tuition is performed as the combination of the classical university education in the sphere of theory and history of arts, and training of professionals in the sphere of art (by types). 
The teachers and students of the department take an active part in Russian and international exhibitions, scientific conferences, publish their works in different editions. Such organization of the educational process is new, since it allows to: create the teaching process as creative communication of students with different artists, sculptors, designers and other workers of art; combine fundamental mastering of theoretic and general professional disciplines and creative mastering of the specialized disciplines.  
The graduates of the department have integral world outlook, understand the principles and forms of its reflection in art, possess professional competence in the sphere of creating works of art (by types), carry our expert and consulting activity in the sphere of art.
